JAMES LAMBERG NAMED NATIONAL MORTAR BOARD FELLOWSHIP RECIPIENT
MINNEAPOLIS – James Lamberg, a 2006 graduate of the University of Minnesota, was named recipient of the Ruth Pierle Trosset Fellowship, a $2,000 award.  Lamberg is an outstanding member of Mortar Board who has achieved numerous accomplishments within the organization nationally.  
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Lamberg was initiated into Mortar Board in 2005 and served as the chapter president.  Additionally, he was chosen to serve in a national leadership capacity as both a conference assistant and a section coordinator.  Lamberg was among four members selected in 2006 as a conference assistant, charged with facilitating the 2006 Mortar Board National Conference.  That fall, he was appointed by the Mortar Board National Council to serve as section coordinator for Section 15, a Midwestern region of eight Mortar Board chapters.  He is among 22 section coordinators serving as close national liaisons for 25 regional chapter areas.
Lamberg obtained his Bachelor of Electrical Engineering in 2005 and Bachelor of Computer Engineering, in 2006 from the University of Minnesota.  He is currently attending Lake Erie College of Osteopathic Medicine to obtain his Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine (D.O.) with expected graduation in 2011.  He is the son of John and Mary Jo Lamberg of Minnetonka, Minnesota and a 2001 graduate of Hopkins High School.
Professionally, Lamberg served as a software engineer for Medtronic Cardiac Rhythm Disease Management in the new therapies and development department from 2005-2007.  
James was inducted into Omicron chapter of Eta Kappa Nu, the electrical and computer engineering honor society, in 2004.
This year, a total of $38,500 in fellowships was awarded to 13 Mortar Board members.  Fellowship recipients are chosen based on academic excellence, recommendation, promise, financial need and Mortar Board involvement.  Since the establishment of the Mortar Board fellowship program in 1941, more than $500,000 has been awarded to assist members in pursuing further study in graduate or professional school.  

Mortar Board is a national honor society that recognizes college seniors for outstanding achievement in scholarship, leadership and service. Since its founding in 1918, the organization has grown from the four founding chapters to 223 chartered collegiate and 25 active alumni chapters, with nearly a quarter of a million initiated members across the nation.  The Sigma Tau chapter at the University of Minnesota was founded in 1919.  
Mortar Board provides opportunities for continued leadership development, promotes service to colleges and universities and encourages lifelong contributions to the global community. Some notable Mortar Board members include former President Jimmy Carter, Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice, Lance Armstrong and former Supreme Court Justice Sandra Day O’Connor.
